As your family learns each unit’s Bible memory passage,
write the verses on blank note cards.

Creativity is a wonderful quality that should be nurtured in
your family. When family members are creative, they are able to express themselves freely, represent their ideas in new

ways, solve problems, and act in resourceful ways.

One simple way to build creativity is to provide choices. Ask questions that are open-ended rather than spoon-fed
or rhetorical. Provide opportunities for family members to freely express their ideas without fear of evaluation,
ridicule, or comparison. Provide different kinds of materials to work with, even everyday household
items that can be used in new and different ways. Place high value on things family members
do that might look or be different from the norm. Look together and see the unusual in things

or relationships that others see only as ordinary.

God the Creator gave each person the gift of creativity. As you encourage that gift in your
family, you’ll be delighted to watch each person grow and blossom, unleashing his or

her God-given potential.
